In her presentation, Vanda will focus on her progress from
capturing single images, through creating collections and
series, to working on short and long-term projects. She
will explore how working on projects helps you get out of

develop an individual and personal point of view. She will demonstrate how a project-based approach, and looking beyond a
single image, can lead to developing new, exciting ideas that can breathe fresh air into your photography.
